Administrative Issues

Adoption of Last Committee Minutes

Mr. Ralifo made a motion to accept the minutes from the April 6, 2008 meeting. Mr. Ruiz seconded
the motion. There was no other discussion. The motion passed unanimously.
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Equipment Purchases

Mr. Juica made a motion to have new equipment purchased by May 31, 2008 and to be based upon
an updated inventory and budget proposal by the Logistics Committee. Mr. Ruiz seconded a
motion. The group discussed the fact that they had heard several complaints about the current state
of the poles, nets, pulleys, antennas, balls, etc. Mr. Forbes said that these purchases need to be made
before the end of the fiscal year (i.e., May 31, 2008) to help reduce our tax liabilities for this year. Mr.

Mr. Gillum stated that he would
send a survey to the membership to see if there was any interest to do something for the Gay Pride
events in Boston. Mr. Streby said he would be happy to make flyers to publicize the league. Mr. Ruiz
stated that he would like to publicize the outdoor play more than the indoor play. Mr. Juica
proposed that the group should look into getting a table in the park during the festivities to help
promote CBVA.

Adjournment

Mr. Juica made a motion to adjourn. Mr. Ruiz seconded the motion. There was no other discussion.
